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Mz. GarroN’s EXveEDpITION IN SOUTHERN AFRICA,
—Lottors have been received from the enterprising traveller,
Mr, Galton, who, our readers will remember, started for the
Great Liake, vid Walwich Bay, in Soptember last. Mr.
Galton_ writes, uader dato the lst of March, from latie
tode 22° mouth, longitudo 16° 49" east. Mr, Galton ar-
rived in the Damara country in October. He raports
constant fighting and wars of reprisals botween the
Damaras and the Namaquas, which commenced four yoars
ago, but had lately increuea in fecocity and extent ; Jouker
Afcikaner being a principal mover. The destruction of the
village of Damaras, gatherad around Mr. Kolbe’s mission
station, reported in tho paperaat the time, and the parchass
of plundered cattle by white men, Lad led to difcultiss in
the way of Mr. Galton’s progrees, and to the prospocts of
commercd. Mr. Galton, on his arrival in {sat couatry,
wrote to Jouker Afrikaner, acquainting him with the in.
atructions he had reccived from the Governor $o0 cstablish
friendly relations with the native tribes on the routs to
Lake N’gami, with a view to prepare a way for futura coms
merce, and to warn them against any attempts to dispossess
them of their country ; and intimating the diapleasurs of the
British Governor at the oppreesion of the other tribes by the
Namaquas, Jouker’s anawer was delayed & month, and wax.
uusatisfactory, and Mr, Galton then rode straight to him,
with an escort of only three followers, and sucoseded in
thoroughly alarming him. He made Jouker write & mcat
emple acknowlodgment of his wrong to Mr, Kolbe; sad

wised him alss t0 make the same acknowledgment to ths
British Governor, which he did, and sent it by a messenger
 forthwith to the codony. Mr. Galton also made Jouker send
'[ for » neighbouring captain of tho red poopls, and mady him
alao solemnly undertake to leave off oppreesing the Dazaaras,
aud wrote out a.fow simple laws, to meet cases oS cattls
stealing, which were cordislly agreed t0. One of thoes Iaws
Provided for the equal punishment of Namaquas wath that
of Damaras for stealisz.
